What a splendid display these seven speedy Sydney ladies gave us at last weekend’s Lorna Carrington Trophy 2 miler at
Albert Park! From the gun, all seven raced away with the same impeccible style we saw from Clare McMarty and
Denise Hawke in the National 880 title last March. Glenys Mangels quickly gained control and, after passing the mile
in 8.27, finished 19 secs clear in a magnificent 17.39. June O’Connor’s 17.58 and Bernie Jeacle’s 18.02 were fine
walks, with Rhonda Whitehorn (18.31), Robin Denny, Shirley Cooper and Helen O’Connor (all 18.41) all giving
beautiful exhibitions.

Our girls did their best — Norma Marks reached the finish in 19.45, with Marion Parkinson (20.01), Lyn Jenkins
(21.01 after a 9.43) and June Viney (23.10) following in that order. Our girls must try to develop the snappier, more
rapid stride of the Sydney rivals if they are to emulate NSW’s Success.
