Maria Abakumova and Dmitri Tarabin. There are three sets of twins competing in the race walks Joao and Sergio Vieira,
Edward and Yerko Araya and Ayman and Sholpan Kozhakhmetova. Belgian twins Kevin and Jonathan Borlee will run the
400m and will be joined by their brother Dylan in the 4x400m in what is the first ever time that three brothers will contest
the same event at the World Championships. Other twins that are competing include Slovakian jumpers Jana and Dana
Veldakova and runners Jake and Zane Robertson from New Zealand. Jesus Angel Garcia will compete in his 11™ World
Championships, an outright record for male participant. Blessing Okagbare could become the first ever medallist in the
100m, 200m and the long jump in a single World Championships. If Usain Bolt medals in all three of his events he will
equal Carl Lewis' record for the most World Championships medals ever won by a male athlete. That record currently
stands at 10.

At this month's World Championships in Moscow, the racewalks will be held on a 2km loop with the start and the finish in
the main stadium. This will be the first time since 2008 that the walks will start and finish in the stadium - since then, the
Olympics, World Cups and European Championships have been held fully outside the stadium. See

Unfortunately, a series of injuries hampered her progress into the senior ranks and she returned
home to Adelaide to recuperate, not returning to racing until 2010. By 2012, she was in top form
once again and was perhaps unfortunate to miss selection to both the 2012 World Cup and
Olympics - her qualifying times came just too late for selection purposes. This year, there were no
such timing issues and her win in the Australian 20km championship in Hobart in February
cemented her place in her first IAAF World Championships.
