USATF 10KM CHAMPS, EASTWOOK LAKE MERTROPARK, DAYTON, OHIO, SUNDAY 11 MAY 

Michael Roth posted the following report on last weekend's USATF 10km roadwalk champs below. And congratulations to ACT
walker Ashleigh Resch who won the Junior Women's national championship. 

Fresh from a week of competition in China at the IAAF World Cup of Race Walking Armstong , Missouri, resident Patrick
Stroupe added the USA 10km title to his outstanding resume. Stroupe, a 3 time collegiate national T&F champion, broke
away from the field early on for the win.  The 29 year old had a 22 second gap over second at the halfway point that
continued to widen to the finish. Stroupe went home with the gold medal presented to the National Champ by USA Track &
Field plus $500 in prize money and performance bonuses. The total prize & performance money pool was worth $2,700 to
these profession pedestrians. 

Following Stroupe across the finish line was the lanky Jonathan Hallman, a Greer, South Carolina, resident. Hallman, with
collegiate eligibility, but still unsigned by any college, nailed down a solid qualifying time for the USA Track Nationals in
Sacramento in June with his 46:54 clocking.  Third in this year’s race went to the 2014 collegiate indoor track & field
champion in the race walk, Cody Risch. Risch, a recent Cornerstone University graduate (Grand Rapids, Michigan) turned
pro on the warm (65 degrees at race start) and humid morning. His final time after a quick opening 5k in 22:28 was 48:30. 

Jill Cobb, 4th placed at the 2012 Olympic Trials, took the women’s title in 50:02. Like many of the competitors Cobb, 39, was
able to go out quickly, covering the first 5k in 24:24, but as the sun got brighter times slowed over the second half of the 8
lap race. The Beavercreek mother of two was happy with her Mother’s Day victory. Samantha Cohen, a 36 year old mother
of three (3) from Wisconsin grabbed second in 52:16. And even though she was suffering the ill effects from a head cold
picked up on her return trip from competing in the World Cup a week earlier in China, Erin Taylor-Talcott held on for 3rd. 

Today’s race was also the USATF Junior National Championships for the 10k Road Walk. And Cameron Haught, just a 15
year old freshman at Yellow Springs HS, had the most impressive performance of the day. With a personal best of 53:30,
Haught chased Puerto Rican junior Luis Cruz the first half of the race. Trailing by just 6 seconds after walking a personal
record (PR) 24:09 split through 5k, Haught was able to maintain his momentum. After several back-n-forth lead changes
Haught was able to close strongly over the final lap for an impressive triumph in 48:36. This moves him to #2 Under-20
performer at that distance in the USA this year. Cruz, 17, finished in 48:57, with Chicago’s Alex Peters taking 3rd in 51:21. 

Beavercreek high school junior Ashleigh Resch continued her winning streak. The 17 year old USA New Balance National
High School Indoor 1 Mile T&F Champ back in March won today’s much longer 10k (6.214 miles) race in 56:05. Texas high
school champ Fiona Dunleavy was a very close 2nd. She finished in 56:18. Third place went to Chicago’s Anali Cisneros.
The Elgin Shark athlete was timed in 57:24. 

The competition also doubled as the 27th Annual Jack Mortland Race Walks. Jack, a 1964 Olympian in the walks, was on
hand signing autographs for the kids and promoting the most newsworthy print publication in race walking – The Ohio Race
Walker. Local TV stations 2 and 45 had cameramen at the event hosted by the Dayton area’s Miami Valley Track Club. Local
sponsors of the event include: Ohio USATF; Comfort Suites (Riverside); Graphics II (Enon); Creative Trophy Designs;
Buckeye Striders (Columbus) and the hosting organization – the Miami Valley Track Club (Yellow Springs).

MARK WALL PONDERS RACEWALKING AND THE COMMONWEALTH GAMES

England based VRWC member Mark Wall  (marnwal@hotmail.com) has written an interesting piece on racewalking within the
Commonwealth. Thanks Mark.

I must start by saying, this is a personal set of thoughts and I put it out there to stimulate a discussion or debate (or to scare
you witless:- take your pick). 

In light of the number of Commonwealth athletes who did compete in the World Cup in China and the current situation in
terms of no Commonwealth Games titles on offer this year, my mind returns to a concept that I (and dare I say others) have
been mulling over for a decade or more. Is it time to institute a formal Commonwealth Cup of Race Walking (in line with
various Area/regional competitions that exist or have in the past)? There are Commonwealth Championships for Mountain
Running, Ultra distance etc. held as a separate Carnival on a biennial basis. 

There have been two abortive attempts to create a Commonwealth walks event to fill the void this year, each have stumbled
on the point of finance. The constituent home countries of the United Kingdom failed to support the Hobart initiative this year
in part  for that reason.   England Athletics  had not budgeted for such a competition in their annual planning so had no
available funds for such a team, the organisation is required to plan its financial cycles quite closely, as I am all too aware
through my involvement at Regional Council level. The Welsh were in similar straits. 

Even if had been possible the relatively short notice also made seasonal planning difficult for the athletes concerned.  

Whilst European based athletes have further competitive opportunities this season others do not. 

Let’s examine the ‘nuts and bolts’ of such a proposal. The major issue is cost. Viability of any competition must be driven by
this, much as it may be regret. 

At its most basic level, who is it funds accommodation costs? Is it to be the organisers? Do the fund to a level commensurate
with a team quota system as operates at the World Race Walking Cup? Is it a subsidy rather than the full cost? Or in the end,
is it the responsibility of the competing nation? This may precluded some nations taking part. 

The Cost  of  travel  in  an Intercontinental  organisation such as  the Commonwealth will  be  prohibitive for  some nations
depending upon which nation or indeed city hosts such an event.  Who is to meet this cost? Most National Governing Bodies
have existing priorities, some driven by the political agendas dictated to them by organisations responsible for funding them
(this is indeed the case with Sport England). This would be another cost. Again the question arises as to whether it is built into
the cost of hosting the event as outlined previously. 

A suitable venue is required in line with IAAF specifications and requirements (distance, measurement, closure to the public,
Insurance for example). This again needs to be built into the cost of hosting of such an event. In this regard consideration
needs to be given to the panel of judges. It is customary (read her expected) that their costs are met. Due to the nature of such

an event,  it  would require an international panel drawn, according to my reading of documentation,  from at least  three
separate nations, in this case I suspect more. At this point we can see the cost mounting and mounting! 

If not yet cold on the idea, I will press on…. 

Which events are to be contested? Do we look at the full range? That is: 

Men: 50km, 20km and Junior 10km 
Women: 20km and Junior 10km 

Given that in some years some nations have International titles or cup events for all these groups is it wise to limit it to a
Senior Men and Women’s 20km?  Do we incorporate an Ultra distance event such as a 100km to add spice? The agenda of
events can be a problematic issue… 

So let’s imagine we get to the stage where we say, “Yes, let’s go ahead”.  

Not entirely plain sailing yet! Are there to be qualifying time standards? The various countries of the UK will realistically
look to do this for their own needs; Australia will not need to, given the depth of quality walkers. However will there be a
need to a formal set of time standards? Would the organisers be prepared to accommodate all athletes selected by their nations
with regard to time? I do have some in mind but that is for another time. 

By now I am sure your brain hurts from all these questions (and no answers) or else terminal boredom has kicked in. For the
more mature Australian readers (and prone to reminisce), it may be’ time for a cup of tea, a Bex and a good lie down’. For
others it may be resolved with a good stiff drink! For me, a now largely, non-drinker and in the UK, I cannot figure what I
will do to get over it… 
There you have it, all questions and no answers. Nothing is ever plain sailing. Is it affordable, viable or indeed even worth it? 

Regards to all back in Australia and Victoria in particular.

And since Mark did comment on the number of Commonwealth walkers who competed in the World Cup in Taicang last weekend, I
have done a quick extract - it reads as shown below at a whopping 60 walkers (sorry if I missed anyone). That is impressive!
